go straight on a patch of 
grass in the rain? Well, 
thatôs not what itôs like at all. 
I think that image was gen-
erated in the past to keep 
the riff raff out! The truth is 
somewhat different and we 
at Norwest Bowls Club 
would like to put the record 
straight. Yes, we do play 
with balls, or to give them 
their proper name, woods, 
that donôt go straight be-
cause they are made to 
curve into the óheadô and 
sometimes we play in the 
rain but thatôs just a minor 
detail.

Norwest Bowls Club was 
founded by miners welfare in 
1928 and although the mines 
have long since disappeared 
from the area the bowls club 
has been going strong ever 
since. Our clubhouse is 
bright and welcoming with a 
well stocked bar which is run 
by our bar steward, Ken Wil-
kinson and a team of volun-
teer bar staff, which means 
that we can keep our prices 
very low! Our premises are 
disabled friendly and are 
often used in the winter 
months by the Bath 18+ 
group. The changing rooms 
are on the far side of the 
green with plenty of room for 
both male and female play-
ers. The green itself can play 
up to seven rinks and at the 
beginning of the 2014 sea-
son is looking good and 
playing well.  

The club is situated on the 
Fosseway and the drive runs 

between Buildbase and Nor-
ton Hill recreation ground. 
At Norwest the end of the 
bowling season doesn't 
mean we pack up, go home 
and hibernate for the winter! 
Once the bowling season 
finishes the social events 
take over. Our clubhouse is 
home to three local skittle 
teams who play in the Paul-
ton & District League and we 
also have a Fish & Chip 
league which is great fun. 
This is run by two of our 
bowlers, Keith Coombes & 
Den Hancock and is very 
light hearted and played 
mostly for the end of season 
fish & chips than for any 
skittling honours. Two local 
league cribbage teams also 
use the clubhouse as their 
home venue. They usually 
play on a Thursday evening 
alongside one of the skittle 
teams and I sometimes won-
der how they can concen-
trate but they obviously do 
as one of the teams won the 
league a couple of seasons 
ago. Add to this our very 
popular Sunday lunches 
which are cooked by club 
member, Ann Woodham and 
her team and many and 
varied other social events 
and you have to agree that 
Norwest is a great Club to 
belong to either as a full 
member or a social member.

The Parish Councilôs third 

year saw progress in many 

important areas. 

Finance 

Westfield Parish Council is 
pleased to say that it has 
not increased its Band D 
equivalent on the precept 
and therefore residents of 
Westfield living in an 
óaverageô band D property 
will pay the same rate on 
the Parish Council precept 
in 2014/15 as they have for 
the past two years. This 
amounts to Ã96.79 per an-
num for a Band D equiva-
lent, equating to a total 
precept for Westfield in 
2014/15 of Ã158,850.     

Recreation  

Grant funding from the Na-
tional Lottery through the 
Big Lottery Fund meant that 
Norton Hill Play Area could 
be rejuvenated with the 
removal of some pieces of 
play equipment which were 
literally rotting away and 
their replacement with 
some modern, inspiring 
play equipment picked by 
the pupils of Westfield Pri-
mary School and Fosse 
Way School. 

A Councillors painting day 

helped spruce up some ex-

isting play equipment. 

Communicating 

The first of the Annual West-
field Guides was produced.  
Delivered free of charge to 
all households in Westfield, 
this Guide included a com-
munity directory which it is 
hoped will grow further over 
time and be of real use to 
residents and visitors. 

The Parish Councilôs quar-
terly publication the 
óWestfield Warblerô  doubled 
in size to allow the inclusion 
of more articles from the 
local community. 

Events 

The Westfield Fun Day re-
turned to Westhill Recrea-
tion Ground in June and a 
group of volunteers was set 
up to work towards expand-
ing the range of entertain-
ment next year. 

2013/14 saw the Christmas 
Lights display extended to 
include more trees around 
the local shops and the 
electrics co-ordinated.  The 
Christmas Lights Switch On 

in late November saw more 
people attending to cele-
brate this annual event. 

Allotments 

The Parish Council contrib-
uted to the fencing at the 
Waterside Park allotment 
site to provide security for 
plotholders. 

The local Environment 

The Parish Council contin-
ued to support the Winter 
Maintenance Programme 
in Westfield with the pur-
chase of a third gritting 
machine to be operated by 
the growing team of highly 
valued voluntary Snow 
Wardens. 

Work with Bath and North 
East Somerset Council for 
a smiley face speed indica-
tor device outside Westfield 
Primary School came to 
fruition, although later van-
dalism put it out of commis-
sion. 

The Parish Council finan-
cially supports the Commu-
nity Plan for Westfield, 
which this year saw the 
start of an in depth consul-
tation with local people.  

Annual Review 

Grant Funding to local groups 

 
Supporting local organisations is vital to help voluntary groups flourish in this area.   
 
December saw the Parish Council grant fund the Carnival Association, Westfield Chil-
drenôs Centre for first aid training for parents, the Churchyard at St Nicholas Church, 

SWALLOW for an accessible computer to allow 
people with learning disabilities to access the 
internet and learn computer skills, Wansdyke 
Play Association to support Community Play 
Days at Christmas and Easter, WISH, Rad-
stock Baptist Church, St Peters Church Play-
group for new child sized chairs, colour co-
ordinated and specially designed for posture, 
Westfield Methodist Church, 1st Radstock 
Scout Group, PEOPLE and The Community 
Bus for new holiday play schemes using the 
Play Bus for 5-13 year olds. 

In June, Waterside Carnival Club presented 
a defibrillator to the local community in 
recognition of all their support over the last 
four decades.   

Receiving the defibrillator on behalf of the 
local community, Chair of Westfield Parish 
Council Cllr Geoff Fuller said, ñThis is a 
great asset to the community and huge 
thanks go to the Waterside Carnival Club 
for all their work in fundraising, purchasing 
and commissioning the defibrillator, to Si-
mon Jones of L&F Jones and the Elm Tree 
Pharmacy for their help in the siting of the 
box and to Mark Denning of AF Denning for 
the installation and electrical worksò. 

Since its installation, Parish Council staff 
and Councillors have taken turns in check-
ing the defibrillator every week to help en-
sure it is always ready for use. 

 

Led by the Westfield Questers, this volun-
tary group of representatives from the com-
munity are working to consolidate a vision 
for the future of Westfield. 

With the involvement of the Westfield 
Questers, the Parish Council completed its 
Placemaking Plan which set out key charac-
teristics of the parish and made recommen-
dations for the preservation of green space 
and the areas for development. 

It was an ac-
tive year for 
planning ap-
plications in 
Westfield.  
The Parish 
Council com-
mented on 
major applica-

tions which would impact the infrastructure 
of the Parish.  In particular concerns were 
raised about the impact on parking for the 
proposed sixth form building at Fosse Way 
School; the impact on the A367 through 
Westfield of the proposed development of 
former GWR Railway Line in Radstock; and 
the ecological impact and loss of amenity 
land of the proposed housing development 
on land adjoining Five Arches Greenway.
